It is also called as The Statue of Social
Justice, which represents the importance of equality and liberty along with social
justice. The Ambedkar Smriti Vanam has many facilities such as Ambedkar’s biographical
museum, a mini theatre, a convention centre, sky lighting, fountains, a library among others.
The Ambedkar memorial also has a multipurpose convention hall with 3,000 seats, an open
theatre with 2,000 seats, and a library with 10,000 books. From sourcing the raw material to
designing, the construction of the statue was completely done under a ‘Made in India’ project.
About 400 tons of steel is used to make it.

We organised this trip to inculcate the spirit of equality and Liberty among the young minds

by showing them the life depicted in the museum of Ambedkar’s memorial.
