Breast cancer awareness month is a global healthcare event for the awareness of 

breast cancer, which is reminisced for the entire month of October every year for 

the past 37 years. Following this health concern occasion, the department of 

English has decided to adopt the best practice of Breast Cancer Awareness 

Programme to promote the awareness of health & hygiene among the people in 

and around Movva Village.
